The action takes place against a
horizontally scrolling backdrop, and
as in the finest fighting games you
have to clear a section before the
screen scrolls onto the next part of
the level. From time to time you can
go to the Other World and battle
against spirits and evil warriors which
if you defeat them, you are giving a
helping hand from the Hermit who
increases your physical power.

Sengoku is a martial art fighting
game with a difference. The action is
intense and deep. You can collect
power-ups along the way that greatly
enhance your fighting powers. De-
pending of which of the two charac-
ters you are, the power ups behave

differently. The Hero can get twin
swords, the Akatsuki sword, Cirus
Sword or the mystical magic. While
Samurai can get magic powers which
include Na Mu Mi or Da Bu Tsu.

To help top up your life meter there
are green spheres, if you collect 10 of
these you can top up one unit of your
life guage, or the Goddess Paula will
give a very much appreciated 4 units
of life guages.

If you are not up to the task , you
even get continues when you get to
game over.

Sengoku has a distinct look and fight-
ing style. The graphics are straight
out of Japanese comic strip, the music
is perfect for combat and the sound
effects are in stereo and you end up
feeling you are in the middle of a
street fight, being attacked from
both sides!

The action takes
place against a horizontally scrolling
backdrop and each stage has a sharp,
distinct style and fighting feel. From
the streets of the city of Osaka, to the
Underground and roof of the moving
train, to the shopping precinct and
upper roof and Bay side where the
hoods are hiding in the warehouse.

As you go through each stage there
is a timer that counts down, you
must clear each stage within the
time limit or you lose a life. As the
gangsters attack, your energy goes
down and if that hits zero you lose a
life so you have to attack wisely and
with caution.

To help you along the way you can
pick up bottles, knives, staff and

sticks of dynamite which you can
throw around. The best weapon is
the gun but this is always short of
ammunition!

To help top up your energy bar you
can break or smash cannisters or-
phone booths and other fixtures to
release food, there are also jewels,
gold coins and even a camera for
points.

Each ofthe three possible characters
you take on has very special fighting
characteristics. Duke can do the
submarine screw move and also has
the dubious honour of being the
most flexible fighter of the three.
Billy has the Hyper Tackle but he is
very popular with children and
women but is very brutal and mean
to bastards!

The graphics are colourful, crisp and
supremely detailed. The digitised
fighting sounds make you feel you
are there kicking butt and the game
play is horribly addictive.

Burning Fight is not for wimps, so
pump those muscles and go for it!!
